This is a seven unit module on Environmental Ethics.  It is designed to actively engage the students in why and how they should value their environment.  Numerous state EALR’s and environmental benchmarks are met.  The module deals with the probability that the students are not aware of their environment nor the mechanism by which their moral conscious dictates their world view.  A published text from the Hastings Center Report, Zuckerman’s Dilemma by Mark Sagoff, which elucidates crucial environmental issues with regards to the ethical perspectives the issues represent is compared and contrasted to the classic by E. B. White, Charlotte’s Web.   The movie, either in cartoon form or the latest motion picture release, is used to augment the article and capture the student interest(the CD version can use Spanish subtitles).  Throughout the lesson, a variety of techniques such as Four Square Exercise, Knowledge Rating Chart, and Socratic Seminar are used to engage the students.

What is the science topic/content?  

The topic is Environmental Science with intense ethical issues.  The values and morals expressed or intimated are poignant present-day concerns.  
What is the Essential Question?
Does ‘value’ always mean how much money something is worth?  Does ‘value’ depend upon the individual or are ‘values’ a group thing?  Do ‘value’, ‘worth’, and ’goodness’ mean the same thing?  How do we determine value or goodness?  How do we make a decision about value or goodness?  How does this ‘value’ or ‘goodness’ apply to our lives?
What are the Enduring Understandings?
We need to understand when we use the terms ‘value’ or ‘goodness’ that we have to differentiate as to what they really mean.  As a science minded person, we need to realize that how we approach any science dilemma/issue is with the same bias we approach any dilemma/issue in our personal lives.  In addition, that we can control within ourselves the awareness of our bias.

Will you use a case study, news article, movie, etc.?

The process is the study an issue news article and subsequent compare and contrast scenario with a movie classic Charlotte’s Web. Four Square exercises, Knowledge Rating Charts, Visual Recognition exercises, and Socratic Seminars are utilized.
