Professional Development for Secondary Science Teachers
Program Description

The Northwest Association for Biomedical Research (NWABR) invites secondary science educators to join us for a standards-based workshop focused on the teaching of ethics and the introduction of effective strategies for incorporating ethical issues related to biomedical research into science classrooms. This program includes a week-long intensive residential summer background course focused on the research process and related ethical aspects, a second week of direct experiences in research labs of NWABR members, and two and one-half days of follow up during the school year, observing Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC) or Institutional Review Board (IRB) meetings, participating in NWABR’s IACUC or IRB workshops, and engaging in program follow-up sessions. Educators will have the option to purchase 10 credits from the University of Washington or 100 clock hours from WSTA (including attendance at the follow-up meetings).  Participants will receive a $700 stipend for the summer plus $100 for reunion attendance and for returning completed student tests and surveys to NWABR. Participants will also receive exemplary teaching materials in science and ethics.
